There are times when a person knows they need to communicate something that is chal-
lenging, nerve-racking, or potentially argumentative.  Perhaps such a conversation is 
about a problem in a relationship, a disagreement about a choice, or discussing a topic 
that is sensitive.  If approached poorly these topics can be explosive and lead to conster-
nation; but that does not need to be the case.  Conversations about sensitive topics do 
not need to be disruptive.  They can go well when they happen in the proper context.

 So, knowing that proper words have proper timing, there are a couple of rules to 
keep in mind when discussing difficult topics.

sionate anger never leads to good communication.  Words can be used like verbal fists: 
to punch rather than to dialogue.  Be cautious about getting into a verbal punching 
match.  So walk away from an angry situation, calm down, and then discuss the topic 
when neither person is bristling like a threatened cat.   
 
 Second, pray!  Pray first to your own guardian angel and then to the guardian 
angel of the other person.  There has never been a time when I have prayed to my guard-
ian angel prior to a difficult conversation in which words and attitudes were not notably 
better!  I consider our guardian angels our original cell phone: they invisibly go between 
two people to whispers words of preparation for a coming conversation.

right words and to show you the right moment.  It is common that when two kids get 
into an argument for an adult to separate them and tell them to go to their room.  Well, 
what is good for the goose is good for the gander!  If it is good for kids to separate and 
calm down in separate spaces so too it is good for adults.  But adults, when dealing with 
difficult situations, need to separate, and go to the chapel!  Go to that quiet place in front 
of the Eucharist where God can speak to your heart, Jesus can give you words, and the 
Holy Spirit can inspire your thoughts and attitudes!   
 
 What you will ultimately find is this: even the most difficult conversations can 
happen in the simplest settings.  You will find the right moment for the right word and, 
when defenses are down and patience is high, you and your loved ones will say what 
needs to be said and hear what needs to be heard.
